N.B. In December, the FIE Congress approved a change to the passivity rule. A P-card will still be issued after 
1 minute without a hit, but the P-yellow card no longer exists. During elimination bouts, after 1 minute without a 
hit, both fencers will receive a P-red card, and after a second 1-minute period without a hit, the lower-ranked 
fencer will receive a P-black card. This fencer loses the bout and is thereby eliminated from the tournament. 
There is no black card protocol or suspension; this applies only to a standard black card. This change will be 
implemented at the Koning Willem II tournament.
